             Free parking and shuttles provided for PGA spectators August 5 through 11.

Regional Transit Service, a subsidiary of the Rochester Genesee Regional Transportation Authority, will provide free shuttle bus service for spectators attending the PGA Championship in Rochester, August 5 through 11.   Shuttle service will be provided daily from Monroe Community College, 1000 East Henrietta Road, and from Rochester Technology Park, 789 Elmgrove Road, where free parking will be available.  Shuttles will run every five to ten minutes from MCC and Rochester Tech Park to the Main Spectator Entrance Gate at Oak Hill Country Club beginning at 6:30 a.m. (6:00 a.m. on Friday & Saturday).  Return service from Oak Hill will run until 9:00 p.m. daily.

Free Public Parking is available at two locations for the PGA Championship – Monroe Community College (blue lot) and Rochester Technology Park (grey lot).  Free shuttle service will be provided to and from the Main Spectator Entrance Gate at Oak Hill for all Championship spectators beginning at 6:30 a.m. through 9:00 p.m. daily.  No hang tag is required to access the free parking lots or shuttles on a daily basis.  No tailgating permitted.  Daily parking only.  Any vehicle left overnight will be towed at the owner’s expense.
